GENERAL 

 
1. In accordance with Reference B, all cadets are required to attend a 3 star board.  
Cadets are to attend both weekends of this course to qualify as attending a board. 
 
 
AIM 
 
2. The aim of the course is to test the senior cadet in the following subjects: 
 

a. DRILL TURNOUT & MILITARY KNOWLEDGE 
b. SKILL AT ARMS 
c. MAPWORK 
d. FIELDCRAFT 

 
OBJECTIVE 

 
3. The objective of weekend 1 (26-28 Jan 07) will be to test the cadet in Map and 
Compass and Drill and the second (23-25 Feb 07) weekend to test in Skill at Arms and

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EXECUTION 
 
4. Candidates will assemble at the Weekend Training Centre Langley Lines Longmoor 
(WETC) over the period 26 – 28 Jan 2007 and Longmoor Camp over the period 23 – 25 Feb 
2007 and will undergo assessment as laid down in Reference B and paragraph 3 above.  A 
detailed programme will be issued on arrival.  A detailed administration instruction will be 
issued to Company HQ’s in ample time to brief candidates. 
 
5. Conduct of Test.  The tests will be conducted as laid out in Reference B.  The aim is to 
test the cadets in a realistic setting.  
 
 
6. By the end of the course candidates cadets will be informed of their result, a report will 
also be issued to Company HQ’s. 
 
 
COURSE CRITERA 
 
7. The course is open to all cadets training at 3 star level, however Cadets may be 
considered candidates for the three star board at an earlier stage in training than 3 star at the 
discretion of their Company Commander, BUT any such cadet must have completed ALL 
military subjects at 2 star, have served in the Cadet Force for at least eighteen months and be 
at an advanced stage in 3 star training.   
 
PRE COURSE CRITERA 
 
8. All cadets attending the course must have had previous training and be ready for testing 
as detailed in serial 7 above.   
 
COURSE APPLICATION 

 
9. At Annex A, to this order is an application form, which is to be completed by the 
Detachment Commander for each applicant and passed to the undersigned via Company 
HQ’s, who in turn will complete Annex B and forward to the undersigned at least 3 weeks in 
advance of the course.  Any application received outside this timescale will only be considered 
if vacancies exist.  The cut off point for all applications is Monday 15th January 2007.  
 
COURSE LOADING 

 
10. Due to the very nature of the course, a ceiling of thirty-six (36) candidates will be 
imposed.  Initially each Company will be awarded with six (6) places.  However if Company’s 
cannot fill all vacancies then places will be awarded on a first come, first served basis.  
Company Commanders / Training Officers are required to put forward candidates using Annex 
B on a priority basis, with the highest at the top of the form and attaching the originals of Annex 
A to the back of the same order. 
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STAFFING 

 
11. The staff for this cadre is as follows: 

a. The Course President (CP) will be Major T Carter ACF, SO2 (CTO) Cadets  
b. The Course Coordinating Officer (CCO) will be Lt M A Matthews, SO3 (CTO) 

Cadets 
c. The County Regimental Sergeant Major Instructor RSMI is invited to attend as 

the Drill, Turnout & Military Knowledge tutor and assessor and is requested to 
inform the CCO of his availability by 15th January 2007. 

 
12. Assisting Directing Staff (ADS)  Company Commanders / Training Officers are 
requested to forward names, using Annex C of this order in the following areas: 
 

Assessment    a.  Fieldcraft  2 x Instructors 
      b. Map and Compass 2 x Instructors 
      c. Skill at Arms  2 x Instructors 
 
13. All nominees should be competent in any one of the above subjects.  Each volunteer 
will be contacted and informed if selected to attend.  Nominations for potential 3 star QTO’s are 
to be included at Annex C please note that County PTD’s are not available for these attendees. 
 
14. Paid Training Days (PTD’s) PTD’s will be provided from the County pool.  However, the 
standard request for County PTD’s must accompany Annex C; otherwise PTD’s will come from 
Company pools. 
 
15. It is expected that a 3 star QTO assessment will be ran over the period 26 – 28 Jan 2007. 
Applications should be made on Annex C. 
 
 
TRANSPORT 
 
16. Company’s are responsible for the transportation of all cadets to and from the WETC.  It 
is suggested that each Company nominate 1 x ADS (paragraph 12 refers) who can drive 
minibuses (Cat D1 licence and FMT 600 required) to avoid the need to employ additional staff 
just for driving to and from the WETC.  Any problems regarding transport should be directed to 
the respective Company CAA who is to liaise with other Company’s to assist. 
 
COST 
 
17. Each Company will be responsible for the cost of each candidate from their respective 
Company attending the course.  The standard daily ration rate and the WETC maintenance 
charge will apply to each candidate.  Company’s are reminded that the SO2 (CTO) Cadets do 
not hold a budget and should make allowances for staff attending regarding the maintenance 
charge.  The County Quartermaster (CQM) is requested that upon receipt of the nominal roll, 
to bill each Company respectively.
